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Chilean Students: Resolution to the Chilean Authorities
On Saturday 13th August at a conference session of the El Sueño Existe festival in Machynlleth Wales, there was a unanimous agreement to send a resolution to the Chilean authorities about its policies towards students and education. The conference was discussing advances in social policy in Latin America, with education as a key issue. There were many Chileans and other Latin Americans present as well as a large number of participants from England, Wales, Scotland and other European countries.  After consultation with members of the conference proposing the motion, the following message has been agreed.

 

The conference condemned the brutality and use of force towards the students which constantly violates their right to freedom of expression. The conference calls on the Chilean government to come into line with other democratic countries and to ensure that the students quest for a free and inclusive education system be heard and considered through dialogue and peaceful understanding.

 

The conference agreed that education is a social right and should not be a privilege. It expresses its support for and solidarity with the Chilean Education Movement led by students and lecturers in their search for equal access to education of quality for all Chileans.
